Interpersonal patience is the ability to help someone learn
without getting frustrated or annoyed (Schnitker, 2012)
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Summary and Conclusions

Higher teacher patience was related to more
students succeeding as well as in a faster
time. This is likely due to students feeling
more confident when receiving patience from
their teacher. While both significant, negative
events were more significant than positive
behavior events suggesting that diminishing
frustration and distraction may have a large
impact on a child’s learning outcomes.

Sex and peer relationship were not a
significant predictor of patience in either site,
however, the patience mean was higher for
females on both sites and relationship status
was in the expected direction. PossibR/ with a
greater sample size these would be
significant.

Site had the largest impact on patience likely
due to the large culture differences between

Western and Non-western societies. Previous
research has found that Mah Meri promotes

equality in their sexes (Duku & Abdulamin,
2019)
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
